  Children’s Sermon 

  First Lesson:  2 Kings 5:1–14 
Naaman, commander of the army of the king of Aram, was a great man and in high 
favor with his master, because by him the LORD had given victory to Aram. The man, 
though a mighty warrior, suffered from leprosy.  2Now the Arameans on one of their 
raids had taken a young girl captive from the land of Israel, and she served Naaman‘s 
wife.  3She said to her mistress, ―If only my lord were with the prophet who is in 
Samaria! He would cure him of his leprosy.‖  4So Naaman went in and told his lord 
just what the girl from the land of Israel had said.  5And the king of Aram said, ―Go 
then, and I will send along a letter to the king of Israel.‖ 
 He went, taking with him ten talents of silver, six thousand shekels of gold, and 
ten sets of garments.  6He brought the letter to the king of Israel, which read, ―When 
this letter reaches you, know that I have sent to you my servant Naaman, that you 
may cure him of his leprosy.‖  7When the king of Israel read the letter, he tore his 
clothes and said, ―Am I God, to give death or life, that this man sends word to me to 
cure a man of his leprosy? Just look and see how he is trying to pick a quarrel with 
me.‖ 
  8But when Elisha the man of God heard that the king of Israel had torn his 
clothes, he sent a message to the king, ―Why have you torn your clothes? Let him 
come to me, that he may learn that there is a prophet in Israel.‖  9So Naaman came 
with his horses and chariots, and halted at the entrance of Elisha‘s house.  10Elisha 
sent a messenger to him, saying, ―Go, wash in the Jordan seven times, and your flesh 
shall be restored and you shall be clean.‖  11But Naaman became angry and went 
away, saying, ―I thought that for me he would surely come out, and stand and call on 
the name of the LORD his God, and would wave his hand over the spot, and cure the 
leprosy!  12Are not Abana and Pharpar, the rivers of Damascus, better than all the 
waters of Israel? Could I not wash in them, and be clean?‖ He turned and went away 
in a rage.  13But his servants approached and said to him, ―Father, if the prophet had 
commanded you to do something difficult, would you not have done it? How much 
more, when all he said to you was, ‗Wash, and be clean‘?‖  14So he went down and 
immersed himself seven times in the Jordan, according to the word of the man of 
God; his flesh was restored like the flesh of a young boy, and he was clean.

Do you not know that in a race the runners all compete, but only one receives the 
prize?

26So I 
do not run aimlessly, nor do I box as though beating the air; 27but I punish my body 
and enslave it, so that after proclaiming to others I myself should not be disqualified.

The Sixth Sunday after Epiphany – February 12, 2012 
2 Kings 5:1-14 

―I thought that he would surely come out to me…‖ vs. 11 
 

The United States has a ―Chief of Protocol.‖ This office holds ambassadorial rank 
and has the responsibility of extending appropriate hospitality and facilitating 
cultural exchanges with foreign leaders and their diplomatic communities. The 
Chief of Protocol ensures visiting diplomats receive appropriate respect. 

Elisha did not have a Chief of Protocol to ensure Naaman received the appropriate 
respect. The text conveys Naaman‘s disrespected pride: Elisha failed to greet him 
personally; made no holy incantations; and made no holy gestures. Instead, 
Naaman was commanded to wash in a meager excuse for a river—a public bath 
risking exposure of his leprosy. People would know his weakness; and his 
foolishness if the cure didn‘t take. Elisha had no respect for a mighty warrior; he 
wasn‘t concerned about protocol. 

What he did respect was the Word of the Lord and its use to deliver faith. The 
word Elisha delivered via messenger to Naaman was a word to be trusted: ―Go… 
wash… be clean!‖ Trusting that simple word wounded Naaman‘s pride. He had to 
be humbled. 

We, too, receive a simple word. That has been the case since Peter preached and 
the people cried out, ―What shall we do?‖ Peter responded ―Repent and be 
baptized…‖ (cf. Acts 2:27-28) Like Naaman, sinners desire more ―protocol‖… more 
―respect.‖ The Lord doesn‘t respect sinners; he forgives them, washing them clean 
in the meager waters of a baptismal font and the living Word.
